December 8th
16 And he said unto me: Knowest thou the condescension (to come down) of God? 

  17 And I said unto him: I know that he loveth his children; nevertheless, I do not know the meaning of all things. 

  18 And he said unto me: Behold, the virgin whom thou seest is the mother of the Son of God, after the manner of the flesh. 

  19 And it came to pass that I beheld that she was carried away in the Spirit; and after she had been carried away in the Spirit for the space of a time the angel spake unto me, saying: Look! 

  20 And I looked and beheld the virgin again, bearing a child in her arms. 

  21 And the angel said unto me: Behold the Lamb of God, yea, even the Son of the Eternal Father! Knowest thou the meaning of the tree which thy father saw?

God loved us so He sent His Son.  Heavenly Father loves you.  
December 9th
He doeth not anything save it be for the benefit of the world; for he loveth the world, even that he layeth down his own life that he may draw all men unto him. Wherefore, he commandeth none that they shall not partake of his salvation.

…he inviteth them all to come unto him and partake of his goodness; he denieth non that come unto him, black and white, bond and free, male and female; and he remembereth the heathen; and all are alike unto God. (2 Nephi 26:24, 33)
Jesus Christ invites everyone to Come unto Him.
December 10th
    Believe in God; believe that he is, and that he created all things, both in heaven and in earth; believe that he has all wisdom, and all power, both in heaven and in earth; believe that man doth not comprehend all the things which the Lord can comprehend. (Mosiah 4:9)
Faith is the first principle of the gospel.  How do we show God our faith in Him?  How do we show God we believe in Him?

December 11th
And he loveth those who will have him to be there God.  Behold, he loved our fathers, and he covenanted with them, yea, even Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; and he remembered the covenants which he had made; wherefore, he did bring them out of the land of Egypt. 
-1 Nephi 17:40

December 12th
The first principle of the gospel is faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Having faith in Christ includes having a firm belief that He is the Only Begotten Son of God and the Savior and Redeemer of the world.  We recognize that we can return to live with our Heavenly Father only by relying on His Son’s grace and mercy.  When we have faith in Christ, we accept and apply His Atonement and His Teachings.  We trust Him and what He says.  We know that He has the power to keep His promises.  Heavenly Father blesses those who have faith to obey His Son.  (Preach My Gospel, 61)

December 13th
And if ye believe on his name ye will repent of all your sins, that thereby ye may have a remission of them through his merits. 






-Helaman 14:13

December 14th
For it is expedient that an atonement should be made; for according to the great plan of the Eternal God there must be an atonement made, or else all mankind must unavoidably perish; yea, all are hardened; yea, all are fallen and are lost, and must perish except it be through the atonement which it is expedient should be made. 

For it is expedient that there should be a great and last sacrifice; yea, not a sacrifice of man, neither of beast, neither of any manner of fowl; for it shall not be a human sacrifice; but it must be an infinite and eternal sacrifice. 

 -Alma 34:9-10

December 15th
The second principle of the gospel is repentance.  Our faith in Christ and our love for Him lead us to repent, or to change our thoughts, beliefs, and behaviors that are not in harmony with His will.  Repentance includes forming a fresh view of God, ourselves, and the world…Bringing our lives in line with God’s will through repentance is a central purpose to our lives.  We can return to live with God the Father only through Christ’s mercy, and we receive Christ’s mercy only on condition of repentance.  (Preach My Gospel, 62)
December 16th
…mercy claimeth the penitent, and mercy cometh because of the atonement; and the atonement bringeth to pass the resurrection of the dead; and the resurrection of the dead bringeth back men into the presence of God; and thus they are restored into his presence, to be judged according to their works, according to the law and justice. 

For behold, justice exerciseth all his demands, and also mercy claimeth all which is her own; and thus, none but the truly penitent are saved.  (Alma 42:23-24)
Penitent means feeling or expressing sorrow for sin or wrong doing and disposed to atonement and amendment; repentant; contrite.

December 17th
Behold, Jesus Christ is the name which is given of the Father, and there is none other name given whereby man can be saved; 

Wherefore, all men must take upon them the name which is given of the Father, for in that name shall they be called at the last day; 
-D&C 18:23-24
December 18th
Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. (John 14:6)
Baptism is the first saving ordinance of the gospel.  When you were baptized, you entered into a covenant with God.  You promised to take upon you your self the name of Jesus Christ, keep His commandments, and serve Him to the end.  You renew this covenant each time you partake of the sacrament.  
-True to the Faith, 21
December 19th
And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you forever;
Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.
I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you. (John 14:16-18)

December 20th
The gift of the Holy Ghost is the right to have, whenever one is worthy, the companionship of the Holy Ghost.  More powerful than that which is available before baptism, it acts as a cleansing agent to purify a person and sanctify him from all sin.  Thus it is often spoken of as “fire.” (Bible Dictionary, 704)

Full enjoyment of the gift of the Holy Ghost includes receiving revelation and comfort, serving and blessing others through spiritual gifts, and being sanctified from sin and made fit for exaltation in the celestial kingdom. (True to the Faith, 83)

December 22nd
Samuel prophesied of Christ’s Coming (Helaman 14:3-8):
And behold, this will I give unto you for a sign at the time of his coming; for behold, there shall be great lights in heaven, insomuch that in the night before he cometh there shall be no darkness, insomuch that it shall appear unto man as if it was day. 

Therefore, there shall be one day and a night and a day, as if it were one day and there were no night; and this shall be unto you for a sign; for ye shall know of the rising of the sun and also of its setting; therefore they shall know of a surety that there shall be two days and a night; nevertheless the night shall not be darkened; and it shall be the night before he is born. 

December 23rd
4 And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judaea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem; (because he was of the house and lineage of David:) 

  5 To be taxed with Mary his espoused wife, being great with child. 

  6 And so it was, that, while they were there, the days were accomplished that she should be delivered. 

  7 And she brought forth her firstborn son, and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger; because there was no room for them in the inn.  (Luke 2:4-7)

December 21st
He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and I will manifest myself to him.

December 24th
8 And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flock by night. 

  9 And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon them, and the glory of the Lord shone round about them: and they were sore afraid.

December 25th
