3 Prophets (in their own voices) are circulating around the gym and prophesying about the gospel and asking the people to repent or the great city of Jerusalem will be destroyed. They must be quite overbearing so that they are noticed. This will be done at the Stake Center.

Re-enactment # 1

I Nephi 1
Nephi enters from the right side as the story is played.  He will be very sincere as he is bearing his testimony of the truthfulness of the Book of Mormon.

1. I, Nephi having been born of goodly parents, therefore I was taught somewhat in all the learning of my father; and having seen many afflictions in the course of my days, nevertheless, having been highly favored of the Lord in all my days; yea, having had a great knowledge of the goodness and the mysteries of God, therefore I make a record of my proceedings in my days.

2. Yea I make a record in the language of my father

3. And I know that the record which I make is true; and I make it with my own hand; and I make it according to my knowledge.

5. Wherefore it came to pass that my father, Lehi, as he went forth prayed unto the Lord, yea, even with all his heart in behalf of his people.

Lehi enters from the left side as the story is played as his family is gathered on the other side.

7. And it came to pass that he returned unto his own house at Jerusalem; and he cast himself upon his bed, being overcome with the Spirit...

8. And being thus overcome with the Spirit, he was carried away in a vision... 

18. Therefore I would that ye should know that after the Lord had shown so many marvelous things unto my father, Lehi, yea concerning the destruction of Jerusalem, behold he went forth among the people, and began to prophesy and to declare unto them the things that he had both seen and heard.

             Some youth and leaders who have received prior instruction throw        stones at Lehi
20. And when the Jews heard these things they were angry with him; yea, even as the prophets of old, whom they had cast out, and stoned, and slain; and they also sought his life that they might take it away. 

             Lehi walks away from the crowd to return to his family who are gathered together away from the crowd but in an area that they can be observed by the group. 
Re-enactment # 2
1 Nephi 2
1. I have dreamed a dream in the which the Lord said unto me, “Blessed art thou Lehi, because of the things which thou hast done; and because thou hast been faithful and declared unto this people the things which I commanded thee, behold they seek to take away thy life.”

2. And it came to pass that the Lord commanded me, even in a dream that I should take my family and depart into the wilderness. I will be obedient unto the word of the Lord and we will depart immediately.

4. And we will leave our houses and the land of our inheritance and our gold and our silver and our precious things and take with us nothing except our provisions. Let us therefore, prepare to depart and leave this evil city before it is destroyed.

As Lehi relates his dream, Laman and Lemuel respond very negatively and are not happy.  Then in his own voice he encourages everyone to get ready and start making their travois.  After travois are completed, everyone begins to walk until Lehi stops to speak to his family.
Re-enactment # 3
1 Nephi 3
2. …Behold I have dreamed a dream, in which the Lord hath commanded me that thou, Nephi and thy brethren shall return to Jerusalem.

3. For behold, Laban hath the record of the Jews and also a genealogy of thy forefathers and they are engraven upon plates of brass.

4. Wherefore, the Lord hath commanded me that thou and thy brothers should go to the house of Laban, and seek the records, and bring them hither into the wilderness.

5. And now, behold thy brothers murmur, saying it is a hard thing which I have required of them; but behold I have not required it of them, but it is a commandment of the Lord.

6. Therefore, go my son, and thou shalt be favored of the Lord, because thou hast not murmured.

Nephi stands and faces his father
7. …I will go and do the things the Lord has commanded, for I know that the Lord giveth no commandments unto the children of men, save he shall prepare a way for them that they might accomplish the thing which he commandeth them.

DISCUSSION B
The four sons say farewell, embrace their family and depart over the hill, Lehi and Sariah wait solemnly by the tent during the following discussion.

Lehi & Sariah arise as they see their sons (and Zoram) returning over the hill. Music plays softly as they all greet each other.  Nephi and his brothers return with the brass plates, the sword of Laban and with Zoram.  They will be greeted with great joy by their parents.  They will visit and discuss the trip. No words are spoken as they introduce Zoram, show the sword of Laban and the brass plates. Lehi sits down and begins to read from them as they all gather around.
Lehi and his family stay in front, as the discussion time ends they pack up and encourage everyone to continue their journey

DISCUSSION C

To be discussed with Discussion D
Lehi and his family are sitting down on the ground.  Lehi arises and addresses the group. He will relate his vision of the “Tree of Life”.The reaction of his family to this dream must be very visual as we see Laman and Lemuel roll their eyes, nod their head negatively and act disgusted with Lehi’s words.  

Re-enactment # 4
1 Nephi 8
2. …Behold I have dreamed a dream; or in other words I have seen a vision. 

3. And behold, because of the thing which I have seen, I have reason to rejoice in the Lord because of Nephi and also of Sam; for I have reason to suppose that they, and also many of their seed, will be saved.

4. But behold, Laman and Lemuel, I fear exceedingly because of you; for behold, me thought I saw in my dream, a dark and dreary wilderness.

5. And it came to pass that I saw a man, and he was dressed in a white robe; and he came and stood before me.

6. And … he spake unto me, and bade me follow him.

7. And … as I followed him I beheld myself that I was in a dark and dreary waste.

8. And after I had traveled for the space of many hours in darkness, I began to pray unto the Lord that he would have mercy on me according to the multitude of his tender mercies.

9. After I had prayed unto the Lord I beheld a large and spacious field. 

10. And …I beheld a tree, whose fruit was desirable to make one happy.

11. And it came to pass that I did go forth and partake of the fruit thereof; and I beheld that it was most sweet, above all that I ever before tasted. Yea, and I beheld that the fruit thereof was white, to exceed all the whiteness that I had ever seen.

12. And as I partook of the fruit thereof it filled my soul with exceedingly great joy; wherefore, I began to be desirous that my family should partake of it also; for I knew that it was desirable above all other fruit.

13. And as I cast my eyes round about, that perhaps I might discover my family also, I beheld a river of water; and it ran along, and it was near the tree of which I was partaking the fruit.

14. And I looked to behold from whence it came; and I saw the head thereof a little way off; and at the head thereof I beheld your mother Sanah, and Sam, and Nephi; and they stood as if they knew not whither they should go.

19. And I beheld a rod of iron, and it extended along the bank of the river, and led to the tree by which I stood.

20. …I also beheld a strait and narrow path, which came along by the rod of iron, even to the tree by which I stood; and it also led by the head of the fountain, unto a large and spacious field, as if it had been a world.

21. …I saw numberless concourses of people, many of whom were pressing forward, that they might obtain the path which led unto the tree by which I stood.

22. And …they did come forth, and commence in the path which led to the tree.

23. … there arose a mist of darkness; yea, even an exceedingly great mist of darkness, insomuch that they who had commenced in the path did lose their way, that they wandered off and were lost.

24. And I beheld others pressing forward, and they came forth and caught hold of the end of the rod of iron; and they did press forward through the mist of darkness, clinging to the rod of iron, even until they did come forth and partake of the fruit of the tree.

25. And after they had partaken of the fruit of the tree they did cast their eyes about as if they were ashamed.

26. And I also cast my eyes round about, and beheld, on the other side of the river of water, a great and spacious building; and it stood as if it were in the air, high above the earth.

27. And it was filled with people, both old and young, both male and female; and their manner of dress was exceedingly fine; and they were in the attitude of mocking and pointing their fingers towards those who had come at and were partaking of the fruit.

28. And after they had tasted of the fruit they were ashamed, because of those that were scoffing at them; and they fell away into forbidden paths and were lost.

Nephi enters carrying the Liahona He displays it to the whole group

and will explain its appearance and its purpose.
1 Nephi 16
9. And it came to pass that the voice of the Lord spake unto my father by night, and commanded him that on the morrow he should take his journey into the wilderness.

10. And it came to pass that as my father arose in the morning, and went forth to the tent door, to his great astonishment he beheld upon the ground a round ball of curious workmanship; and it was of fine brass. And within the ball were two spindles; and the one pointing the way wither we should go in the wilderness.

12. And it came to pass that we did take our tents and depart into the wilderness...

         Continue travel while Nephi walks from group to group showing the Liahona
DISCUSSION E
Re-enactment # 6
1 Nephi 16
 Lehi and Sariah are standing beside the tent; 

Nephi, Laman and Lemuel are off to the side.  This is the incident where Nephi’s bow is broken. Nephi turns to the Lehi, the patriarch of the family at the appropriate time to find out where he should go to obtain food.                     

18. And it came to pass that as I, Nephi, went forth to slay food, behold I did break my bow, which was made of fine steel; and after I did break my bow, behold, my brethren were angry with me because of the loss of my bow 

19. … and we did return without food to our families, … and they did suffer much because of the want of food.

20. ... and there was much murmuring because of their sufferings and afflictions in the wilderness, and also my father began to murmur against the Lord his God...

21. And it came to pass that I did speak much unto my brethren, because they did harden their hearts again...

In their own voices (no tape) 

Laman & Lemuel complain to Nephi while he keeps the faith
23. And ... I, Nephi, did make out of wood a bow, and out of a straight stick an arrow; wherefore, I did arm myself with a bow and an arrow, with a sling and stones...

Nephi goes with his new weapons and kneels in front of Lehi
…And I said unto my father: Whither shall I go to obtain food? 

24. And it came to pass that he did inquire of the Lord, for they had humbled themselves because of my words...

26. And … the voice of the Lord said unto him: 

(Voice of the Lord) 

Look upon the ball, and behold the things which are written.

27. And … when my father beheld the things which were written upon the ball, he did fear and tremble exceedingly, and also my brethren...

28. And it came to pass that I, Nephi, beheld the pointers which were in the ball, that they did work according to the faith and diligence and heed which we did give unto them.

29... And thus we see that by small means the Lord can bring about great things.

30. And …I, Nephi, did go forth up into the top of the mountain, according to the directions which were given upon the ball.

Nephi waves to his family and heads off over the hill. His family waits while music plays softly. Nephi appears at the top of the hill with a big bag of lunches.  Lunches will be brought to the groups.

Re-enactment # 7
31. And it came to pass that I did slay wild beasts, insomuch that I did obtain food for our families.

32. And it came to pass that I did return... bearing the beasts that I had slain; and now when they beheld that I had obtained food, how great was their joy! And it came to pass that they did humble themselves before the Lord, and did give thanks unto him.

DISCUSSION E
Everyone carries on with their journey.

Re-enactment # 8
1 Nephi 17
Nephi will be shown receiving a revelation from the Lord to build a ship, for the purpose of carrying his family to the promised land
7. And it came to pass that after I, Nephi, had been in the land Bountiful for the space of many days, the voice of the Lord came unto me, saying: Arise, and get thee into the mountain, And it came to pass that I arose and went up into the mountain, and cried unto the Lord.

8. … the Lord spake unto me, saying: Thou shalt construct a ship, after the manner which I shall show thee, that I may carry thy people across these waters.

9. And I said: Lord, wither shall I go that I may find ore to molten, that I may make tools to construct the ship after the manner which thou hast shown me?

10.  And it came to pass that the Lord told me wither I should go to find ore, that I might make tools.

    11.  And I did make a bellows wherewith to blow the fire, of the skins of beasts; I did smite two stones together that I might make fire.

Nephi does all of the above as the CD is playing.
16. And it came to pass that I did make tools of the ore which I did molten out of the rock.

17. And when my brethren saw that I was about to build a ship, they began to murmur agajnst me, saying: Our brother is a fool, for he thinketh that he can build a ship; yea~ and he also thinketh that he can cross these great waters.

Laman & Lemuel appear and complain to Nephi.  They are mumbling in their own words.
18. And thus my brethren did complain against me, and were desirous that they might not labor, for they did not believe that I could build a ship; neither would they believe that I was instructed of the Lord.

52. And ... I ... said many things unto my brethren, insomuch that they were confounded and could not contend against me; neither durst they lay their hands against me;.. even for the space of many days. Now they durst not do this lest they should wither before me, so powerful was the Spirit of God;...

53. And ... the Lord said unto me: 

(Voice of the Lord) 

Stretch forth thine hand again unto thy brethren, and they shall not wither before thee, but I will shock them, and this I will do, that they may know that I am the Lord their God.

54. …Then I stretched forth my hand unto my brethren, and … the Lord did shake them, even according to the word which he had spoken.

The brothers are shocked by Nephi after which they get some timbers (hidden nearby) and begin to build with them.
1 Nephi 18
1. And it came to pass that they did worship the Lord, and did go forth with me; and we did work timbers of curious workmanship  

2. I did not work timbers after the manner which was learned by men, … but I did build it after the manner which the Lord had shown me;

3. And I, Nephi, did go to the mount oft, and I did pray oft to the Lord; wherefore the Lord showed me great things.

Nephi kneels in prayer and the brothers leave. 

All three of the brothers return with a completed raft.
DISCUSSION F

1 Nephi 18
4. And it came to pass that after I had finished the ship, according to the word of the Lord, my brethren beheld that it was good, and that the workmanship thereof was exceedingly fine; wherefore, they did humble themselves before the Lord.

5. And ... the voice of the Lord came unto my father that we should arise and go down into the ship.

6. And …on the morrow, after we had prepared all things, …we did go down into the ship... with our wives and children.

Lehi appears and motions to the brothers to bring the raft down to the water.

Lehi, Laman, Lemuel, Nephi, Sam, Jacob, and Joseph - Nephi speaks first and then Lehi stands and blesses each of his sons in turn before he dies.

Nephi will appear and tell us that he has been warned by the Lord to depart into the wilderness, for his brothers desire to kill him. 
1 Nephi 18
23. And it came to pass that after we had sailed for the space of many days we did arrive at the promised land, and we went forth upon the land and did pitch our tents..

24. And ... we did begin to till the earth, and we did plant seeds;... and they did grow exceedingly; wherefore, we were blessed abundantly.

25.... and as we journeyed in the wilderness there were beasts in the forests of every kind.., and we did find all manner of ore, both gold, and of silver, and of copper.

Re-enactment # 9
2 Nephi 1
— And my father, Lehi, began to grow old and so he gathered his family together that he might bless and counsel them for the last time....

Lehi stands and puts his hands on each son as he speaks to them. Nephi sits and records the events on the plates. Each member of the family walks up to Lehi where they embrace him except for Laman & Lemuel.

17. My heart hath been weighed down with sorrow from time to time, for I have feared, least for the hardness of your hearts the Lord your God should come out in the fullness of his wrath upon you, that ye be cut off and destroyed forever. 

18. Or, that a cursing should come upon you for the space of many generations; and ye are visited by the sword, and the famine, and are hated, and are led according to the will and captivity of the devil.

19. 0 my sons, that these things might not come upon you, but that ye might be a choice and a favored people of the Lord....

20. And he hath said that: Insomuch as ye shall keep my commandments ye shall prosper in the land; but insomuch as ye will not keep my commandments ye shall be cut off from my presence.

23. Awake my sons; put on the armor of righteousness. Shake off the chains with which ye are bound, and come forth out of obscurity, and arise from the dust.

Jacob steps forward and speaks
2 Nephi 2
1. And now Jacob, I speak unto you: Thou art my first born in the days of my tribulation in the wilderness. And behold in thy childhood thou hast suffered afflictions and much sorrow, because of the rudeness of thy brethren.

2. Nevertheless, Jacob, ... thou knowest the greatness of God; and he shall consecrate thine afflictions for thy gain.

11. For it must needs be that there is an opposition in all things. If not so, righteousness could not be brought to pass, neither wickedness, neither holiness, nor misery, neither good nor bad....

16. Wherefore, the Lord God gave unto man that he should act for himself. Wherefore, man could not act for himself save it should be that he was enticed by the one or the other.

25. Adam fell that man might be; and men are that they might have joy.

27. Wherefore, men are free according to the flesh;.., and they are free to choose liberty and eternal life, through the great mediator of all men, or to choose captivity and death according to the captivity and power of the devil;

Joseph steps forward and speaks
2 Nephi 3
1. And now I speak unto you, Joseph, my last born. Thou wast born in the wilderness of mine afflictions; yea, in the days of my greatest sorrow did thy mother bear thee.

2. And may the Lord consecrate also unto thee this land, which is a most precious land, for thine inheritance and the inheritance of thy seed with thy brethren, for thy security forever, if it so be that ye shall keep the commandments of the Holy One of Israel.

3. …may the Lord bless thee forever, for thy seed shall not be utterly destroyed.

4. For behold thou art the fruit of my loins; and I am a descendant of Joseph who was carried captive into Egypt. And great were the covenants of the Lord which he made unto Joseph.

Sam steps forward and speaks
2 Nephi 4
11.  Blessed art thou, Sam, and thy seed; for thou shalt inherit the land like unto thy brother Nephi. And thy seed shall be numbered with his seed, and thou shalt be like unto thy brother, and thy seed like his seed; and thou shalt be blessed in all thy days.

Nephi speaks
2 Nephi 4
12. And it came to pass that after my father, Lehi, had spoken unto all his household, according to the feelings of his heart and the Spirit of the Lord which was in him, he waxed old. And it came to pass that he died, and was buried.  

Stop tape.  

Sariah, Nephi, Sam and Joseph cover their father with a sheet.
13. And ... not many days after his death, Laman and Lemuel and the sons of lshmael were angry with me because of the admonitions of the Lord.

Laman & Lemuel mock Nephi
2 Nephi 5
1. Behold …I, Nephi, did cry much unto the Lord my God, because of the anger of my brethren.

2. But behold, their anger did increase against me, insomuch that they did seek to take away my life.

5. And it came to pass that the Lord did warn me, that I, Nephi, should depart from them and flee into the wilderness, and all those who would go with me.v6 Wherefore, ... I ... did take my family, and also Zoram and his family, and Sam mine elder brother and his family and Jacob and Joseph, my younger brethren, and also my sisters, and all those who would go up with me. And all those who would go with me were those who believed in the warnings and the revelations of God;...

7. And we did take whatsoever was possible and we did journey in the wilderness for the space of many days… 

Nephi and his followers leave into the wilderness. 

DISCUSSION G

DAY 2- SATURDAY

BREAKFAST
Re-enactment # 10
Jacob I
Jacob, Nephi’s brother enters carrying the gold plates and speak to each group.  The Lamanites are a few hundred feet away from the Nephites.

The record is passed on to him with the instructions to record those things that will help us believe in Jesus Christ.  We will also see that only after a short period of time, the Nephites begin to become wicked
1. For behold, it came to pass that fifty and five years had passed away from the time that Lehi left Jerusalem; wherefore Nephi, my brother, gave unto me, Jacob, a commandment concerning the small plates, upon which these things are engraven.

2. And he gave unto me, Jacob, a commandment that I should write upon these plates a few things which I consider to be most precious; that I should not touch, save it were lightly, concerning the history of this people which are called the people of Nephi.

3. For he said that the history of his people should be engraven upon his other plates, and that I should preserve these plates and hand them down unto my seed from generation to generation.

4. And if there were preaching which was sacred, or revelation, which was great, or prophesying, that I should engraven the heads of them upon these plates, and touch upon them as much as possible, for Christ’s sake, and for the sake of our people.

5. For because of faith and great anxiety, it truly has been made manifest unto us concerning our people, what things should happen unto them.

6. And we also had many revelations, and the spirit of prophesy; wherefore, we knew of Christ and his kingdom, which should come.

7. Wherefore, we labored diligently among our people, that we might persuade them to come unto Christ, and partake of the goodness of God, that they might enter into his rest, lest by any means he should swear in his wrath they should not enter in, as in the provocation of days of temptation while the children of Israel were in the wilderness.

8. Wherefore, we would to God that we could persuade all men not to rebel against God, to provoke him to anger, but that all men would believe in Christ, and view his death, and suffer his cross and bear the shame of the world; wherefore, I, Jacob, take it upon me to fulfill the commandment of my brother Nephi.

9. Now Nephi began to be old, and he saw that he must soon die; wherefore he anointed a man to be king and a ruler over his people now, according to the reign of the kings.

11. The people having loved Nephi exceedingly, he having been a great protector for them, having wielded the sword of Laban in their defense, and having labored in all his days for their welfare

12. And it came to pass that Nephi died.

15. And now ... the people of Nephi, under the reign of the second king, began to grow hard in their hearts, and indulge themselves somewhat in wicked practices, such as like unto David of old desiring many wives and concubines

16.Yea, and they also began to search much gold and silver, and began to be lifted up somewhat in pride.

17. Wherefore I, Jacob, gave unto them many words as I taught them in the temple, having first obtained mine errand from the Lord.

18. For I ... and my brother Joseph had been consecrated priests and teachers of this people, by the hand of Nephi.

19. And we did magnify our office unto the Lord, taking upon us the responsibility, answering the sins of the people upon our own heads if we did not teach them the word of God with all diligence; wherefore, by laboring with our might their blood might not come upon our garments; otherwise their blood would come upon our garments, and we would not be found spotless at the last day.

Enos, the son of Jacob enters with bow and arrow and speaks to each group. He receives the records and tells of the powerful answer to his prayer.  
Re-enactment # 11
Enos
1. Behold it came to pass that I, Enos, knowing my father Jacob, that he was a just man - for he taught me in his language, and also in the nurture and admonition of the Lord - and blessed be the name of my God for it. 

2. And I will tell you of the wrestle which I had before God, before I received a remission of my sins.

Enos pulls out his bow and arrow and role plays his hunting
3. Behold, I went to hunt wild beasts in the forests; and the words which I had often heard my father speak concerning eternal life, and the joy of the saints, sunk deep into my heart.

Enos falls to his knees with his head downward
4. And my soul hungered; and I kneeled down before my Maker, and I cried unto him in mighty prayer and supplication for mine own soul; and all the day long did I cry unto him; yea, and when the night came did I still raise my voice high that it reached the heavens.

5. And there came a voice unto me saying; 

Enos looks to the Heavens
(Voice of the Lord) 

Enos, thy sins are forgiven thee, and thou shalt be blessed.

6. And I, Enos, knew that God could not lie; wherefore, my guilt was swept away.

7. And I said: Lord, how is it done?

(Voice of the Lord)

8. Because of thy faith in Christ, whom thou hast never before heard nor seen. And many years pass away before he shall manifest himself in the flesh; wherefore, go to, thy faith hath made thee whole.

WAR ACTIVITY #1

Lamanites attack Nephites,

DISCUSSION I
Re-enactment # 13
Mosiah 1
King Benjamin steps forward as narrator speaks, then instructs his son Mosiah to have the people gather at the place where the temple will be built so he can confer the kingdom on him and pass the records on to him.  Everyone will move to the area where the temple will be built.  
King Benjamin will speak to us and give instructions to build tower and temple.
9. And it came to pass that after King Benjamin had made an end of teaching his sons, that he waxed old, and he saw that he must very soon go the way of all the earth; therefore, he thought it expedient that he should confer the kingdom upon one of his sons.

10. Therefore he had Mosiah brought before him, and these are the words that he spake unto him saying: 

King Benjamin steps forward and speaks
 My son, I would that ye should make a proclamation throughout all this land among all this people, …that thereby they might be gathered together; for on the morrow I shall proclaim unto this my people out of my own mouth that thou art king and a ruler over this people, whom the Lord our God hath given us.

11. And moreover I shall give this people a name thereby they may be distinguished above all the people which the Lord God hath brought out of the land of Jerusalem; and this I do because they have been a diligent people in keeping the commandments of the Lord.

The narrator speaks
15. And King Benjamin ... gave (his son  Mosiah) charge concerning all the affairs of the kingdom. And moreover, he gave him charge of the records which were engraven on the plates of brass, and also the plates of Nephi; and also the sword of Laban, and the ball or director, which led our fathers through the wilderness, which was prepared by the hand of the Lord that thereby they might be led, every one according to the heed and diligence to which they gave unto him.

King Benjamin stands on one of the towers.  King Benjamin then speaks.
Re-enactment # 14
Mosiah 2
9. My brothers and sisters, all ye that can hear my words. I have not commanded you to come up hither to trifle with the words which I shall speak, but that you should hearken unto me, and open your ears that ye may hear, and your hearts that ye may understand, and your minds that the mysteries of God may be unfolded to your view.

10. I have not commanded you to come up hither that ye should fear me, or that ye should think that I am more than a mortal man.

11. I am like yourselves, subject to all manner of infirmities in body and mind; yet I have been chosen by this people, and consecrated by my father, and was suffered by the hand of the Lord that I should be a ruler and a king over this people; and have been kept and preserved by his matchless power, to serve you with all the might, mind and strength which the Lord hath granted unto me.

12. I say unto you that as I have been suffered to spend my days in your service, even up to this time, and have not sought gold nor silver nor any manner of riches of you;

14. And even I, myself, have labored with mine own hands that I might serve you, and that ye should not be laden with taxes  

15. Yet, my brothers and sisters, I have not done these things that I might boast, neither do I tell these things that thereby I might accuse you; but I tell you that ye

might know that I can answer a clear conscience before God this day. 

17. And behold I tell you these things that ye may learn wisdom; that ye may learn that when ye are in the service of your fellow beings ye are only in the service of your God.

19. And behold also, if I, whom ye call your king, who has spent his days in your service, and yet has been in the service of God, do merit any thanks from you, 0 how you ought to thank your heavenly King!

21. I say unto you that if ye should serve him who has created you from the beginning, and is preserving you from day to day, by lending you breath, that ye may live and move and do according to your own will, and even supporting you from one moment to another - I say if ye should serve him with your whole souls yet would ye be unprofitable servants.

22. And behold, all that he requires of you is to keep his commandments; and he has promised you that if ye would keep his commandments ye should prosper in the land; and he never doth vary from that which he has said; therefore, if ye do keep his commandments he doth bless you and prosper you.

23. And now, in the first place, he hath created you, and granted unto you your lives, for which ye are indebted unto him.

24. And secondly, he doth require that ye should do as he hath commanded you; for which if ye do, he doth immediately bless you; and therefore he hath paid you. And ye are still indebted unto him, and are, and will be, forever and ever; therefore of what have ye to boast?

25. And now I ask, can ye say aught of yourselves? I answer you, Nay. Ye cannot say that ye are even as much as the dust of the earth; yet ye were created of the dust of the earth; but behold, it belongeth to him who created you.

29. . .. I have caused that ye should assemble yourselves together, that I might declare unto you that I can no longer be your teacher, nor your king;

30. For even at this time, my whole frame doth tremble exceedingly while attempting to speak to you; but the Lord God doth support me, . . .and hath commanded me that I should declare unto you this day, that my son Mosiah is a king and a ruler over you.

32. But, 0 my people, beware lest there shall arise contentions among you and ye list to obey the evil spirit, which was spoken of by my father Mosiah. 

33. For behold, there is a wo pronounced upon him who listeth to obey that spirit; for he listeth to obey him, and remaineth and dieth in his sins, the same drinketh damnation to his own soul; for he receiveth for his wages an everlasting punishment, having transgressed the law of God contrary to his own knowledge. 

40. O, all ye old men, and also ye young men, and you little children who can understand my words, for I have spoken plainly unto you that ye might understand, I pray that ye should awake to a remembrance of the awful situation of those that have fallen into transgression.

41. And moreover, I would desire that ye should consider on the blessed and happy state of those who keep the commandments of God. For behold, they are blessed in all things, both temporal and spiritual; and if they hold out faithful to the end they are received into heaven,that thereby they may dwell with God in a state of never-ending happiness. 0 remember, remember that these things are true; for the Lord God hath spoken it.

Mosiah 3 

1. ....l have somewhat more to speak to you;   

2.  And the things which I shall tell you are made known unto me by an angel from God. And he said unto me: Awake, and I awoke, and behold he stood before me.

3. And he said unto me; Awake, and hear the words which I shall tell thee; for behold, I am come to declare unto you the glad tidings of great joy.

5. For behold, the time cometh, and is not far distant, that with power, the Lord Omnipotent who reigneth, who was, and is from all eternity to all eternity, shall come down from heaven among the children of men, and shall dwell in a tabernacle of clay, and shall go forth amongst men, working mighty miracles, such as healing the sick, raising the dead, causing the lame to walk, the blind to receive their sight, and the deaf to hear, and curing all manner of diseases.

6.And he shall cast out devils, or the evil spirits which dwell in the hearts of the children of men.

7. And lo, he shall suffer temptations, and pain of body, hunger, thirst, and fatigue, even more than man can suffer, except it be unto death; for behold blood cometh from every pore, so great shall be his anguish for the wickedness and the abominations of his people.

8. And he shall be called Jesus Christ, the Son of God, the Father of heaven and earth, the creator of all things from the beginning; and his mother shall be called Mary.

9. And lo, he cometh unto his own, that salvation might come unto the children of men through faith in his name; and even after all this they shall consider him a man, and say that he hath a devil, and shall scourge him, and shall crucify him. 

10. And he shall rise the third day from the dead; and behold, he standeth to judge the world; and behold all these things are done that a righteous judgment might come upon the children of men.

11. For behold, and also his blood atoneth for the sins of those who have fallen by the transgression of Adam, who have died not knowing the will of God concerning them, or who have ignorantly sinned.

12. But wo, wo unto him who knoweth that he rebelleth against God! For salvation cometh to none such except it be through repentance and faith on the Lord Jesus Christ.

16. And even if it were possible that little children could sin they could not be saved; but I say unto you they are blessed for behold, as in Adam, or by nature, they fall, even so the blood of Christ atoneth for their sins.

17. And moreover, I say unto you, that there shall be no other name given nor any other way nor means whereby salvation can come unto the children of men, only in and through the name of Christ, the Lord Omnipotent.

18. For behold he judgeth, and his judgment is just; and the infant perisheth not that dieth in his infancy; but men drink damnation to their own souls except they humble themselves and become as little children,...

19. For the natural man is an enemy to God, and has been from the fall of Adam, and will be, forever and ever, unless he yields to the enticings of the Holy Spirit, and putteth off the natural man and becometh a saint though the atonement of Christ the Lord, and becometh as a little child, submissive, meek, humble, patient, full of love, willing to submit to all things which the Lord seeth fit to inflict upon him, even as a child doth submit to his father.

Mosiah 4
— As I look out upon you I see that ye have fallen to the earth, for the fear of the

Lord has come upon you.

— As you cry out for mercy and forgiveness to the Lord you are being filled with

the Holy Spirit. You have a peace of conscience because of your exceeding faith in Jesus Christ.

5. For behold, if the knowledge of the goodness of God at this time has awakened you to a sense of your nothingness, and your worthless and fallen state 

9. Believe in God; believe that he is, and that he created all things, both in heaven and in earth, believe that he has all wisdom, and all power, both in heaven and in earth; believe that man doth not comprehend all the things which the Lord can comprehend. 

10. And again believe that ye must repent of your sins and forsake them and humble yourselves before God; and ask in sincerity of heart that he would forgive you; and now if you believe these things see that ye do them. –v11  always retain in remembrance, the greatness of God, and your own nothingness, and his goodness and long-suffering towards you, unworthy creatures, and humble yourselves even in the depths of humility, calling on the name of the Lord daily, and standing steadfastly in the faith of that which is to come, which was spoken by the mouth of the angel. 

12. And behold, I say unto you that if ye do this ye shall always rejoice, and be filled with the love of God, and always retain a remission of your sins; and ye shall grow in the knowledge of the glory of him that created you, or in the knowledge of that which is just and true. 

13. And ye will not have a mind to injure one another, but to live peaceably, and to render to every man according to that which is his due. 

26. And now, for the sake of these things which I have spoken unto you that is, for the sake of retaining a remission of your sins day to day, that ye may stand guiltless before God -- I would that ye should impart of your substance to the poor, every man according to that which he hath, such as feeding the hungry, clothing the naked, visiting the sick and administering to their relief, both spiritually and temporally, according to their wants. 

27. And see that all these things are done in wisdom and order, for it is not requisite that a man should run faster than he has strength. And again, it is expedient that he should be diligent, that thereby he might win the prize; therefore, all things must be done in order. 

29. And finally, I cannot tell you all the things thereby ye may commit sin; for there are divers ways and means, even so many that I cannot number them.

30. But this much I can tell you, that if ye do not watch yourselves, and your thoughts, and your words, and your deeds, and observe the commandments of God, and continue in the faith of which ye have heard concerning the coming of our Lord, even unto the end of your lives, ye must perish. Narrator speaks until part way through v6
1. And now it came to pass that when King Benjamin had thus spoken to his people, he sent among, desiring to know of his people if they believed the words which he had spoken to them.

2. And they all cried with a loud voice, saying: Yea, we believe all the words that have been spoken unto us, and we know of their surety and truth, because of the Spirit of the Lord Omnipotent, which has wrought a mighty change in us, or in our hearts, that we have no more disposition to do evil but to do good continually. 

4. …and we do rejoice with exceedingly great joy.

5. And we are willing to enter into a covenant with our God to do his will, and to be obedient to his commandments in all things that he shall command us, all the remainder of our days  

6. ……(Benjamin speaking) Ye have spoken the words that I desired; and the covenant that ye have made is a righteous covenant.

7. And now, because of the covenant which ye have made ye shall be called the children of Christ, his sons, and his daughters; for behold, this day he hath spintually begotten you; for ye say that your hearts are changed through faith on his name; therefore, ye are born of him and have become his sons and daughters.

8. And under this head ye are made free, and there is no other head whereby ye can be made free. There is no other name given whereby salvation cometh; therefore I would that ye should take upon you the name of Christ, all of you that have entered into the covenant with God that ye shall be obedient unto the end of your lives.

9. And ... whosoever doeth this shall be found at the right hand of God, for he shall know the name by which he is called; for he shall be called by the name of Christ.

10. And now it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall not take upon him the name of Christ must be called by some other name; therefore, he findeth himself on the left hand of God.

12. I say unto you, I would that ye should remember to retain this name written always in your hearts, that ye are not found on the left hand of God.  

13. For how knoweth a man the master whom he has not served, and who is a stranger unto him, and is far from the thoughts and intents of his heart?

15. Therefore I would that ye should be steadfast and immovable, always abounding in good works, that Christ, the Lord God Omnipotent, may seal you his, that ye may be brought to heaven, that ye may have everlasting salvation and eternal life, through the wisdom, and power, and justice, and mercy of him who created all things, in heaven and earth, who is God above all. Amen

Mosiah 6
1. And now, King Benjamin thought it was expedient, after having finished speaking to the people, that he should take the names of all those who had entered into a covenant with God...

2. And …there was not one soul, except little children, but who had entered into the covenant 

3. …and when king Benjamin had made an end of all these things.... he

dismissed the multitude.

Narrator starts until Ammon enters and speaks.


  Ammon will relate how he came to discover the people of King Limhi.  
King Limhi will then relate how he and his people came to be enslaved by the Lamanites.  When King Limhi is finished speaking, those who are Lamanitess will rise to their feet and hoot and holler your displeasure at being talked to in such a way.  While this is going on the Nephites will be armed as quickly as possible.
Re-enactment # 16
Mosiah 7
1. And now it came to pass that after king Mosiah had had continual peace for the space of three years, he was desirous to know concerning the people who went up to dwell in the land of Lehi-Nephi. . .for his people had heard nothing since they left the land of Zarahemla; therefore they wearied him with their teasings.

2. And …king Mosiah granted that sixteen of their strong men might go… and inquire concerning their brethren.

3. And … on the morrow they started to go up, having with them one, Ammon, he being a strong and mighty man  and he also was their leader.

Ammon speaking
4. --And now we knew not what course we should travel in the wilderness, and even forty days did we wander.

5. --And when we had wandered forty days we came to a hill and pitched our tents.

Three men standing off
6. -- And I, Ammon did take three of my brethren and we went down into the land of Nephi.

Stop tape

King Noah guards off to side
7. -- And as we entered the land we were surrounded by the king’s guard and we were taken and bound and committed to prison.

Stop tape
8. --And after being in prison for two days we were brought before the king …and commanded that we should answer the questions he should ask us.

Stop tape
Limhi enters, stands by Ammon and speaks
Re-enactment # 17
9. … Behold, I am Limhi, the son of Noah, who was the son of Zeniff, who came out the land of Zarahemla to inherit this land  

14. --When I heard the words of Ammon, that he was one of my brethren, I was exceedingly glad, and my people rejoiced also.

15. --For behold, we were in bondage to the Lamanites, and were taxed with a taxed that is grievous to be borne....

--Let me tell you the story of how we came to be in such an awful state of affairs.

21. --…Zeniff, who was made king over this people, he being over-zealous to inherit the land of his fathers, therefore he was deceived by the cunning and craftiness of king Laman and he entered into a covenant with the Lamanites so that we might possess the land of Lehi-Nephi. And the king of the Lamanites commanded that his people depart out of the land that we might possess it. 

22. -- And the king of the Lamanites did this for the sole purpose of bringing this people into subjection or into bondage....

--We being an industrious people did build buildings and plant seeds of every kind to grow grain and we began to multiply and prosper in the land. Now the people of King Laman were a lazy, idolatrous people who were desirous to bring us into bondage that they might glut themselves on the labors of our hands.

A couple of leaders encourage the youth to stamp their feet and bang their shields in disapproval - Limhi continues to speak above the noise
--yea, the Lamanites desired to feast themselves upon the flocks of our fields. And because of their weakness they began to fear lest we should wax too strong in the land and they would not be able to overpower us. Therefore they began to attack the Nephites in the land....

 Limhi finishes speaking
“Therefore there began to be wars and contentions in the land.”

War – The Lamanites will attack the Nephites.  Stake leaders will go through the group as angels of death and kill off Lamanites, as the Nephites are required to win this war.

Re-enactment # 18
Mosiah 11
--I am Noah and I am now your King. From this day forward you will be taxed one fifth of all you possess. One fifth of all your grain, your herds, be they goats, sheep, cattle or poultry. One fifth of your gold, your silver and other precious metals. One fifth of your precious gems; and to demonstrate your devotion to your new king, you may donate to me now, your cookies (evil laugh). Guards! collect the cookies from my loving subjects! (evil laugh).  

 priests collect cookies also    

 stop tape until cookies are collected
As further evidence of your devotion I require a new palace, 

filled with precious metals and gems and carved woodwork. And my throne is to outshine any that has hitherto been made.

--Now, alas my people, thou seest my new priests. Behold, the old men of my fathers day found themselves unable to continue in their duties to me (evil laugh). I have, therefore, consecrated these worthy men to serve in the temple. But behold after careful inspection we find the temple sadly lacking ornamentation. For the last priests taught that we worship God in plainness. How can this be true? We must show our devotion through beautiful gifts. Let us make our temple great with much embellishment.

--Bring these new priests your money and your fine things. They need thrones with breastwork so that they might be comfortable and not wearied after their many long hours of service to you.

Noah and his group stay as Abinadi enters. They listen and become angry except Alma who is very interested. Abinadi speaks to the youth.
-- Behold, I am Abinadi, a prophet of the Lord, and thus he has commanded me saying....

20.... Behold, thus saith the Lord -- Wo be unto this people, for I have seen their abominations, and their wickedness, and their whoredoms, and except they repent I will visit them in mine anger.

21. And except they repent and turn to the Lord their God, behold, I will deliver them into the hands of their enemies; yea, and they shall be brought into bondage; and they shall be afflicted by the hand of their enemies.

22. And it shall come to pass that they shall know that I am the Lord their God, and am a jealous God, visiting the iniquities of my people.

23. …Except this people repent and turn unto the Lord their God, they shall be brought into bondage; and none shall deliver them, except it be the Lord the Almighty God.

24. Yea, and …when they shall cry unto me I will be slow to hear their cries; yea, and I will suffer them that they shall be smitten by their enemies.

25. And except they repent in sackcloth and ashes, and cry mightily to the Lord their God, I will not hear their prayers, neither will I deliver them out of their afflictions; thus saith the Lord, and thus he hath commanded me.

Abinadi slips away as King Noah strides forward gesturing angrily.
27. … Who is Abinadi, that I and my people should be judged of him, or who is the Lord, that shall bring upon my people such great affliction?

28. I command you to bring Abinadi hither, that I might slay him, for he has said these things that he might stir up my people to anger one with another, and to raise contentions among my people; therefore I will slay him.

Guards and priests look around the circle for a moment while King Noah paces. He then speaks
-- Am I surrounded by incompetents? Must I do everything myself? Why have you not brought to me this seditious traitor, Abinadi that I may order him slain?

Alma steps forward hoping to council the king.
-- Nay, my Lord. I believe in this prophet Abinadi. I believe his words are true and that we must allow him to go in peace lest we bring upon ourselves the judgments of Almighty God.

Noah is angry
-- Thou also wouldst condem me and my people by the words of this common tramp? Thou, who I have made one of my trusted advisors? Thou also wilt turn on me? Betrayer! Vile betrayer! Guards seize him and throw him in the dungeon. Stop tape
Alma backs away as the king is accusing him, as he stops speaking

Alma turns and runs, the guards chase after him. They come back with Abinadi.

Noah (start tape)
Bring me Abinadi! 

Mosiah 17
7. Abinadi, we have found an accusation against thee, and thou art worthy of death.

8. For thou hast said that God himself should come down among the children of men; and now for this cause thou shalt be put to death unless thou wilt recall all the words which thou hast spoken evil concerning me and my people.

Abinadi speaks
9. …I say unto you, I will not recall the words which I have spoken unto you concerning this people, for they are true; and that ye may know of their surety I have suffered myself that I have fallen into your hands.

10. Yea, and I will suffer even until death, and I will not recall my words, and they shall stand as a testimony against you. And if ye slay me ye will shed innocent blood, and this shall stand as a testimony against you at the last day.

Appropriate music plays as the guards grab Abinadi and in their own voices yell loudly such things as — He has reviled the king

— He has proven his contentious spirit

— Death! Death!

— Burn him! Burn him!

The youth can be encouraged to participate in this yelling. Abinadi is forcibly dragged off and then a replica dummy is brought back to a fire pit and burned. Youth are given paper bails to add fuel to the fire.
               Abinadi (tape only, gasping in pain)
15. Behold, even as ye have done unto me, so shall it come to pass that thy seed shall cause that many shall suffer the pains that I do suffer, even the pains of death by fire; and this because they believe in the salvation of the Lord their God.

16. And it shall come to pass that ye shall be afflicted with all manner of diseases because of your iniquities.

17. Yea, and ye shall be smitten on every hand, and shall be driven and scattered to and fro, even as a wild flock is driven by wild and ferocious beasts. 

18. And in that day ye shall be hunted, and ye shall be taken by the hand of your enemies, and ye shall suffer, as I suffer, the pains of death by fire.

19. Thus God executeth vengeance upon those that destroy his people. O God, receive my soul.

Re-enactment # 1
Mosiah 18
Alma walks through the youth who are sitting on the ground to show his going among the people privately . He will end up at the front by the time he speaks.
1. And now, it came to pass that Alma, who had fled from the servants of King Noah, repented of his sins and iniquities, and went about privately among the people, and began to teach the words of Abinadi.

2. Yea, concerning that which was to come, and also concerning the resurrection of the dead, and the redemption of the people, which was to be brought to pass through the power, and sufferings, and death of Christ, and his resurrection and ascension into heaven.

3. And as many would hear his word he did teach. And he taught them privately, that it might not come to the knowledge of the king. And many did believe his words.

5. Now there was in the place Mormon a fountain of pure water, and Alma

resorted thither, there being near the water a thicket of small trees, where he did hide himself in the daytime from the searches of the king.

8. --…and Alma said unto his people:

Alma moves forward and raises his arms to the people as he preaches to them
8. …now as ye are desirous to come into the fold of God, and to be called his people, and are willing to bear one anothers burdens, that they may be light; 

9. Yea, and are willing to mourn with those that mourn; yea, comfort those that stand in need of comfort, and to stand as witnesses of God at all times and in all things, and in all places that ye may be in, even until death, that ye may be redeemed of God, and be numbered with those of the first resurrection, that ye may have eternal life--

10. Now I say unto you, if this be the desire of your hearts, what have you against being baptized in the name of the Lord, as a witness before him that ye have entered into a covenant with him, that ye will serve him and keep his commandments, that he may pour out his Spirit more abundantly upon you?

A small group who has previously been assigned, clap their hands at the appropriate time and go with Alma while the narrator speaks.
11. And now when the people had heard these words, they clapped their hands for joy, and exclaimed: this is the desire of our hearts.

--And many souls were baptized in this place

17. And they were called the church of God, or the church of Christ from that time forward....

19. And Alma commanded them that they should teach nothing save it were the things which he had taught, and which had been spoken by the mouth of the holy prophets.

DISCUSSION K
Mosiah 27
6.  And there began to be much peace again in the land; and the people began to be very numerous, and began to scatter abroad upon the face of the earth.

7. And the Lord did visit them and prosper them and they became a large and wealthy people.

The Four Sons of Mosiah and Alma the Younger enter and are loud and obnoxious and it is apparent by their walk and manner that they are rebellious.
Re-enactment # 2
8. Now the sons of Mosiah were numbered among the unbelievers; and also one of the sons of Alma was numbered among them, he being called Alma, after his father; neverless, he became a very wicked and an idolatrous man.  And he was a man of many words, and did speak much flattery to the people; therefore he led many of the people to do after the manner of his iniquities.

10.  And now it came to pass that while he was going about to destroy the church of God for he did go about secretly with the sons of Mosiah seeking to destroy the church, and to lead astray the people of the Lord, contrary to the commandments of God or even the king.

11.   And as they were going about rebelling against God, behold the angel of the Lord appeared unto them; and he descended as it were in a cloud; and he spake  as it were with a voice of thunder, which caused the earth to shake upon which they stood.

The 4 Sons of Mosiah and Alma the Younger look upward with fear
12.  And so great was their astonishment, that they fell to the earth, and understood not the words which he spake unto them.

The 4 Sons of Mosiah and Alma the Younger fall to the earth but continue to look upward
13.  Nevertheless he cried again saying: 

(angel of the Lord)

Alma, arise and stand forth, for why thou the church of God?  For the Lord hath said: This is my church, and I will establish it; and nothing will overthrow it, save it is the transgression of my people. And now behold, can you dispute the power of God?  For behold doth not my voice shake the earth?  And can you not also behold me from before you?  And I am sent from God.  And  now I say unto thee, Alma, go thy way, and seek to destroy the church no more, that their prayers may be answered, and this even if thou wilt of thyself be cast off.  

Alma tries to stand but falls because of his weakness

18.  And now Alma and those that were with him fell again to the earth, for great was their astonishment; for their own eyes had beheld an angel of the Lord;  and his voice was as thunder, which shook the earth;  and they knew that there was nothing save the power of God that could shake the earth and cause it to tremble as though it would part asunder.

19.  And now the astonishment of Alma was so great that he became dumb that he could not open his mouth; yea, and he could not open his mouth; yea and he became weak, even that he could not move his hands; therefore he was taken by those that were with him and carried helpless, even until he was laid before his father.

The four sons of Mosiah are very concerned and gently carry him over to his father who is teaching the gospel to a small group of people.  They pretend to be explaining Alma the youngers plight and his father rejoices by putting his hands upward and closing his eyes.  The 4 sons stay with Alma the younger.
20.  And they rehearsed unto his father all that had happened unto his father all that had happened unto them; and his father rejoiced, for he knew that it was the power of God.

23. And it came to pass after they had fasted and prayed for the space of two days and two nights, the limbs of Alma received their strength and he stood up and began to speak unto them, bidding them to be of good comfort:

Alma begins to rally and steps forward to address the crowd.
24.  For, said he, I have repented of my sins, and have been redeemed of the Lord; behold I am born of the Spirit.

32.  And now it came to pass that Alma began from this time forward to teach the people, traveling round about through all the land, publishing to all the people the things which they had heard and seen, and preaching the word of God in much tribulation, being greatly persecuted by those who were unbelievers, being smitten by many of them.

Alma takes his scriptures and goes to preach the gospel.
Mosiah 28
--And it came to pass that 50 years had passed away, and behold, the four sons of King Mosiah, even Ammon, Aaron, Omner, and Himni...

The Four Sons of Mosiah go to see their Father
1.... returned unto their father... and desired of him that he would grant unto them that they might, ... go up into the land of Nephi that they might preach., and impart the word of God to their brethren the Lamanites—

3. Now they were desirous that salvation should be declared to every creature, for they could not bear that any soul should perish; yea, even the very thought that any soul should endure endless torment did cause them to quake and tremble.

5. …they did plead many days with their father that they might go up to the land of Nephi.

King Mosiah moves to the side and kneels down with his head lowered pleading for an answer.
6. And king  Mosiah went and inquired of the Lord if he should let his sons go up among the Lamanites to preach the word.

7. And the Lord said unto Mosiah: 

(voice of the Lord) 

Let them go up, for many shall believe on their words, and they shall have eternal life; and I will deliver thy sons out of the hands of the Lamanites.

As music plays Mosiah returns from praying and tells his sons they can go, they rejoice, hugs all around and the four sons depart.
Alma 17
13.  And it came to pass when that they separated themselves and departed one from another, trusting in the Lord that they should meet again at the close of their harvest; for they supposed that great was the work which they had undertaken.
18.  Now Ammon being the chief among them, departed from them.


19.  And Ammon went to the land of  Ishmael, the land being called after the sons of Ishmael, who also became Lamanites.

A few Lamanites sneak up to Ammon and bind him.  

They are firm but not rough with him and they carry him to the King who is sitting on his throne. 

20.   And as Ammon entered the land of Ishmael, the Lamanites took him and bound him, as was their custom to bind all the Nephites who fell into their hands, and carry them before the king; and thus it was left to the pleasure of the king to slay them, or to retain them in captivity, or to cast them into prison, or to cast them out of his land, according to his will and pleasure.

As narrator speaks, Alma the Younger meets and greets the four returning missionaries.  They embrace and show great emotion at seeing each other again.
2. …and Alma did rejoice exceedingly to see his brethren; and what added more to his joy, they were still his brethren in the Lord; yea, and they had waxed strong in the knowledge of the truth; for they were men of a sound understanding and they had searched the scriptures diligently, that they might know the word of God.

Tape ends and the four sons now report their missions. Appropriate music playing softly in the background. Each missionary takes 3-4 discussion groups and speaks to them in their own words.

Amalickiah will gather his followers, the King Men.

Captain Moroni  shows how the “Title of Liberty” came to be and what it meant.Those who are chosen to be followers of Captain Moroni will go running toward him with your swords and shields waving around, rent your cloth which was attached to your lapel as a token of your covenant, and then throw these at the feet of Moroni.  Everyone will  open your scriptures to Alma 46:22 and read in unison “ We covenant with our God…..” Captain Moroni will continue to encourage his followers to preserve their rights and freedom.  They are reminded that they are a remnant of the seed of Joseph who was sold into  Egypt.  Amalickiah and his small group will be shown leaving the area.  Moroni will chase them and capture some of them.  

Moroni and his followers confront Amalikiah’s  group, some fighting, Amalikiah gets away.
Example

Listen to me, Amalikiah, why must we serve these peasants? We are the judges of the land, educated and intelligent and yet we work for pittance of what we deserve and are capable of earning; why look how wealthy my family is. We are the real power in the land, We outnumber the rest of the judges three to one. With our wealth and power we could sway this referendum to reinstate a monarchy, and once I am king I will not forget the friends who put me into power.

We are the pulse of the land, but those in power refuse to heed our advice. Well I am tired of being ignored. I demand my voice be heard.

We want a king, we want a king, we want a king!

Stop tape

He gets the klngmen to chant - we want a king or king Amalikiah - keep it up as Amalikiah speaks again

Captain Moroni has entered the crowd (dressed in armor, carrying a sword and staff) and listens quietly.

Start tape
Let us now gather together our people and build our strength in numbers that if those who call themselves Christians refuse our will for a king, we may force them to. For lo, their belief in a God to protect them weakens their will to fight, we will be able to overpower them easily.

Stop tape
He continues his ranting and moves hIs group off to the side  

Moroni points to a (predetermined) youth and asks:
You there boy, who is that man? And what is this all about?

Youth straightens to attention and answers:
Captain Moroni, sir. That man is Amalikiah and he says we are all stupid peasants who don’t know what is good for us. He is angry at the senior judges in the land so he is going to call a referendum and have the people vote on whether we should have a king again. And he wants to be the king!

Moroni

Amalikiah as king? He believes himself more fit to rule this people than the commandments of God? I say unto you, nay! Not while I draw breath will he be free to persuade this people to do evil. Have we learned nothing from our history? Have we not listened to the preaching of our High Priest - Helaman?

Stop tape
Rips off his cloak, turns it inside out so the title of liberty shows, and sticks it on the pole, hold it up while speaking.

Start tape
This is our title of liberty - In memory of our God, our freedom, and our peace, our wives and our children!

Stop tape – puts flag on pole

He kneels down and prays

Start tape
O Father, we thank thee for the teachings of righteousness and freedom. Now our liberty is threatened by this wicked man, Amalikiah. We are they who have taken upon ourselves the name of Christ, yea Father we call ourselves Christians and we pray unto thee to preserve us in our liberty as long as we remain faithful to our covenants.

Rises from the prayer and carries the banner around so all can see
Whosoever will maintain this title upon the land let him come forth in the strength of the Lord, and enter into a covenant that they will maintain their rights, and their religion, that the Lord God may bless them.

Stop tape
The youth used before steps forward, rips off his piece of cloth and throws it at Moroni’s feet saying (pause after each line so that it can be repeated by all):
Repeat after me....

We covenant with our God

That we shall be destroyed,

Even as our brethren in the land northward,

If we shall fall into transgression

Yea, he may cast us at the feet of our enemies,

Even as we have cast our garments

at thy feet to be trodden underfoot

If we shall fall into transgression.

The ward leaders are off to one side with the tribe leaders standing in a line behind them with their flags.  The mountains are behind this group.

3. Behold two thousand of the sons of those men whom Ammon brought down out of the land of Nephi...

--they had not made the same covenants that their fathers made to never take up arms again. And they seeing the tribulations of your armies in defending the cause of right, therefore these my sons, have joined the cause of freedom and…

20. they are exceedingly valiant in courage, and also strength and activity; but behold this is not all--they are men who are true at all times in whatsoever thing they are entrusted.

21. Yea, they are men of truth and soberness, for they have been taught to keep the commandments of God and to walk uprightly before him.

As music plays each young woman walks over and places a necklace with a wooden Book of Mormon around the neck of a young man. 6. And they began to rejoice over their brethren  

7. And it came to pass that they did make a great uproar throughout the land; and the people who believed began to be very sorrowful,

8. But they did watch and pray steadfastly for that day .... that they might know that their faith had not been in vain.

9. Now…there was a day set apart by the unbelievers, that all those who believed should be put to death except the sign should come to pass

And there was not any light seen, neither fire, nor glimmer, neither the sun nor the moon, nor the star's, for so great were the mists of darkness which were upon the face of the whole land.  And it did last for the space of three days; and there was great mourning and howling and weeping among the people continually; yea, great were the groanings of the people, because of the darkness and the great destruction which had come upon them.

Behold thy great cities burned, or buried under mountains of earth or sunk in the depths thereof or drowned in the waters of the sea to hide their  wickedness and abominations from before my face, that the blood of the prophets and the saints shall not come anymore unto me against them.

On this wise shall ye baptize; and there shall be no disputations among you.

23. Verily I say unto you, that whoso repenteth of his sins through your words and desireth to be baptized in my name, on this wise shall ye baptize them--Behold, ye shall go down and stand in the water, and in my name shall ye baptize them.

24. And now behold, these are the words which ye shall say, calling them by name, saying:

25. Having authority given me of Jesus Christ, I baptize you in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.  Amen.

26. And then shall ye immerse them in the water, and come forth again out of the water.

27. And after this manner shall ye baptize in my name; for behold, verily I say unto you, that the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost are one; and I am in the Father, and the Father in me, and the Father and I are one.

On the twenty-second day of September, one thousand eight hundred and twenty-seven, having gone as usual at the end of another year to the place where they were deposited, the same heavenly messenger delivered them up to me with this charge: that I should be responsible for them; that if I should let them go carelessly, or through any neglect of mine, I should be cut off; but that if I would use all my endeavors to preserve them, until he, the messenger, should call for them, they should be protected.

For no sooner was it known that I had them, than the most strenuous exertions were used to get them from me. Every stratagem that could be invented was resorted to for that purpose. The persecution became more bitter and severe than before, and multitudes were on the alert continually to get them from me if possible. But by the wisdom of God, they remained safe in my hands, until I had accomplished by them what was required at my hand. When, according to arrangements, the messenger called for them, I delivered them up to him; and he has them in his charge until this day, being the second day of May, one thousand eight hundred and thirty-eight.
